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STORMY DAYS
Stormy days can be quite exciting when you are in the safety of your own home! But if you are out in a storm, what do you do? We saw that out on the boat even seasoned fishermen were afraid and turned to Jesus for help. We discussed different times that we too had (or were having) stormy days and how we too need to turn to God for help. We saw clearly in Romans 8:28 that God will work things for our good – not that he will take away stormy days – but will be there for us helping us and giving us strength until the storm passes. But, for this to happen, we need to have faith in God (see Luke 8:25). 

We read extracts from Psalm 46 – “God is our refuge and strength” “an ever-present help in trouble”. These are lines we need to memorize. As Jesus said to the waves in Mark4:39 “Be still”, so does Psalm 46:10. Being still (whether in storms or not) is an important factor in being able to hear from God.


We felt the power behind Romans 8:31 “If God is for us, who can be against us” and were greatly comforted when Paul says in v.28/29 that NOTHING can separate us from the love of God.


So, if you are going through stormy days, please remember that God will help and bring about good for us. He keeps his promises. All we need is to have faith.

Mark 4:35-41
Jesus Calms the Storm 

35That day when evening came, he said to his disciples, "Let us go over to the other side." 36Leaving the crowd behind, they took him along, just as he was, in the boat. There were also other boats with him. 37A furious squall came up, and the waves broke over the boat, so that it was nearly swamped. 38Jesus was in the stern, sleeping on a cushion. The disciples woke him and said to him, "Teacher, don't you care if we drown?" 

39He got up, rebuked the wind and said to the waves, "Quiet! Be still!" Then the wind died down and it was completely calm. 

40He said to his disciples, "Why are you so afraid? Do you still have no faith?" 

41They were terrified and asked each other, "Who is this? Even the wind and the waves obey him!"

Luke 8. 22-25

Jesus Calms the Storm 

22One day Jesus said to his disciples, "Let's go over to the other side of the lake." So they got into a boat and set out. 23As they sailed, he fell asleep. A squall came down on the lake, so that the boat was being swamped, and they were in great danger. 

24The disciples went and woke him, saying, "Master, Master, we're going to drown!" 

He got up and rebuked the wind and the raging waters; the storm subsided, and all was calm. 25"Where is your faith?" he asked his disciples. 
In fear and amazement they asked one another, "Who is this? He commands even the winds and the water, and they obey him."

Psalm 46:1-3
1 God is our refuge and strength, 
       an ever-present help in trouble. 

2 Therefore we will not fear, though the earth give way 
       and the mountains fall into the heart of the sea, 

3 though its waters roar and foam 
       and the mountains quake with their surging. 

Psalm 46:10-11
10 "Be still, and know that I am God; 
       I will be exalted among the nations, 
       I will be exalted in the earth." 

11 The LORD Almighty is with us; 
       the God of Jacob is our fortress. 


Romans 8:28
28And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose. 29For those God foreknew he also predestined to be conformed to the likeness of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brothers. 30And those he predestined, he also called; those he called, he also justified; those he justified, he also glorified. 

31What, then, shall we say in response to this? If God is for us, who can be against us? 32He who did not spare his own Son, but gave him up for us all—how will he not also, along with him, graciously give us all things? 33Who will bring any charge against those whom God has chosen? It is God who justifies. 34Who is he that condemns? Christ Jesus, who died—more than that, who was raised to life—is at the right hand of God and is also interceding for us. 
35Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall trouble or hardship or persecution or famine or nakedness or danger or sword? 36As it is written: 
   "For your sake we face death all day long; 
      we are considered as sheep to be slaughtered." 37No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us. 
38For I am convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the future, nor any powers, 39neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord.
