A quiet moment (of reflection and learning together)
“Jesus Christ, our substitute, has already redeemed us by his death on the cross. Our part is to trust him and accept his gift of eternal life” (an observation obtained from the Life Bible)

We often think of trust as confidence (in human terms, that the one being trusted will not betray our trust by doing something harmful to us).

In terms of man’s relationship with God, trust means that we have faith, faith that God is all-loving and that our trust in Him will never be betrayed.

The various readings we referred to converged on several main ideas:

- Having faith in God, entrusting ourselves to Him, gives us strength, even when we go through times of troubles, and if our trust is unflagging, it sustains us and allows us to persevere.

- Just as we trust in God, God is willing to trust in us, even though it’s very clear –as it was many times for Jesus—that we are very imperfect, and not always trustworthy. But God’s love is greater than our weakness, and His trust in us, just as our trust in Him, is what can sustain us and guide us through life, including in the mission(s) God has for us in life.

Psalm 28:7

The Lord is my strength and my shield; in him my heart trusts, and I am helped; my heart exults, and with my song I give thanks to him.

Psalm 112:7

He is not afraid of bad news; his heart is firm, trusting in the Lord.

Psalm 143:8

Let me hear in the morning or your steadfast love, for in you I trust. Make me know the way I should go, for to you I lift up my soul.

Isaiah 12:2

Behold God is my salvation; I trust, and will not be afraid; for the Lord God is my strength and my song, and he has become my salvation.

Peter 2:23
When he was reviled, he did not revile in return; when he suffered, he did not threaten, but continued entrusting himself to him who judges justly.

Mathew - 28: 16 to 20
